• Complete and sign a confidential medical 
questionnaire.  If certain medical conditions exist, you 
must have a signature from a physician.

 Review the text, watch the video, and complete the 
 study guide.  

2. Complete academic review in the classroom and 
 pool sessions with your SSI instructor.

3. Complete open water 
 dives.  Apply your skills 
 during 2 open water 
 training sessions.
